Attendance
In Middle School and High School, attendance is mandatory in order to obtain credit for

that class. Strict adherence to the times listed below is obligatory.
Morning session 8AM-12PM Afternoon session 12:15PM-4:15PM

Discipline

It is impossible for teaching or learning to take place in a classroom unless order is
maintained. Students are reminded that they must adhere to a code of excellent behavior.
Parents will be notified of any inappropriate behavior that is not corrected. A student who
is unable to conform to American Heritage standards risks expulsion.

Expulsion
Certain offenses will result in immediate expulsion:
Threat of physical harm
Possession or use of a weapon (including 4™ of July-type fireworks)
Profanity or obscenity directed at a faculty or staff member
Striking a faculty or staff member
Use, possession or promotion of drugs, controlled substances, tobacco products,
OTC products or alcohol

Dress Code

All clothing must be clean and in good repair. Students are expected to wear full-length
t-shirts, polo shirts, jeans, khakis or shorts (no short shorts or short skirts).

No obscene or negative messages are permitted on any article of clothing.

Closed-toe shoes should be worn. No caps or hats may be worn in the classroom.
Hooded garments may not be worn.

Miscellaneous
All Middle School and High School students must provide their own paper, pens, pencils
and notebooks on a daily basis. Gum chewing is not permitted on campus.

Use of cell phones is not permitted during class hours.
